London is found in the Northern Hemisphere. Brasilia is found in the Southern Hemisphere.

London has a temperate climate. This means that
temperatures vary all year round but are generally not
extremely hot or extremely cold. Weather is seasonal
and summers are often warm and winters are often cool.

Brasilia has a tropical climate with two main

seasons: a rainy season from October to April and
a dry season from May to September.
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
